What is
Supported Lodgings?

As a host you will support the young 
person with practical skills such as 
cooking, cleaning and budgeting.
You would be expected to support 
the young person in accessing 
education or training. 

Some of the young people may be 
unaccompanied asylum seekers 
who would need support with 
immigration or legal appointments.

Supported Lodgings offers young people aged 16-19 the opportunity
to live in a family environment where they can learn skills for
 independent living.

What support will I receive?
As a host, you will receive:-

	 Ongoing regular support from 	
	 the Supported Lodgings 		
	 Co-ordinator

	 A placement allowance of 		
	 £180 per week

	 Training opportunities

	 The child will have their 
	 own social worker and/or 		
	 personal advisor
